In September, the University of Cambridge 
submitted its outline planning application for 
the Future Phases of Eddington!

The submission follows over a year of 
consultation with the local community and 
design evolution. We have outlined the key 
points of our masterplan below. 

Eddington’s Future Phases: 
Planning application submitted  

The Future Phases of Eddington have 
been designed not only to provide new 
homes but strengthen the community 
that already exists. With a strong focus 
on green infrastructure, biodiversity, 
and active travel, the development 
continues Eddington’s reputation 
as a forward-thinking, sustainable 
neighbourhood.

In addition to new housing, the plans highlight 
the creation of accessible, high-quality public 
spaces where residents can gather, exercise, 
and enjoy the natural environment. Sports 
pitches, running routes, and recreational 
amenities will encourage residents of all ages 
to be active, while parks, shared gardens and 
green corridors will foster wellbeing and social 
connection.

The housing mix has been carefully designed 
to meet a wide range of needs, from affordable 
homes for University staff to homes for 
the open market. Thoughtful architecture 
and planning ensure that new buildings 
complement the existing community while 
delivering modern, energy-efficient homes that 
reflect current sustainability standards.

With an emphasis on walking, cycling, and 
public transport, the plans aim to continue 
Eddington’s low-car culture, support healthy 
lifestyles, and minimise environmental impact. 

The Future Phases of Eddington represent a 
major step in continuing a thriving, inclusive, 
and connected community. The submitted 
masterplan is a first step in ensuring that 
Eddington continues to grow as a welcoming, 
sustainable, and vibrant place to live.

The Minister for Housing 
visits Eddington! 

On Thursday 23rd October, Minister of State for 
Housing & Planning Matthew Pennycook MP 
visited Eddington as part of a wider tour to view 
innovation-supporting infrastructure in the city. 

Hosted by the University’s Vice-Chancellor 
Professor Deborah Prentice and Head of 
Development for North West Cambridge Matt 
Johnson, the Minister saw the progress that has been 
made since his last visit in September 2024. 

The Minister walked from the Storey’s Field Centre 
through Eddington to the Future Phases site, ending 
at the newly completed Present Made development.

The visit coincided with the Government’s 
announcement of a £500m investment in 
the Oxford-Cambridge Growth Corridor, 
including a £15m investment in the 
University’s Innovation Hub in the city 
centre.

These sessions provided an opportunity for 
the local community to view and discuss the 
submitted masterplan for the Future Phases in 
more detail.

Over the course of four drop-in events at the 
Postdoc Centre and West Hub, along with 
an online community webinar, the design 
team met and spoke with more than 150 local 
residents and stakeholders.

Each event featured a summary of the 
submitted plans, key planning documents, and 

a detailed model showcasing the Future Phases, 
including proposed open spaces, travel routes, 
and connections to the surrounding area. 
These materials helped bring the vision for the 
development to life and encouraged thoughtful 
discussion and feedback from attendees.

It was fantastic to see such strong engagement 
and interest from the community. Thank you to 
everyone who joined one or more of the Public 
Information Sessions - it’s always a pleasure to 
meet local residents, share updates, and talk 
about the Future Phases together.

Public 
Information 
Sessions 
Following the submission 
of the Outline Planning 
Application for the Future 
Phases of Eddington (North 
West Cambridge), the 
University hosted a series of 
Public Information Sessions 
in October 2025.

The award commends the University 
as it “exemplifies long-term, socially responsible client leadership through 
its urban extensions, most notably Eddington… directly responding to 
Cambridge’s acute housing and transport pressures”.



Why did you move to Eddington?
I’ve been here since August 2023, after I was 
offered my job with the University. I was a PhD 
student in Cambridge a few years ago, and was 
moving back from Uganda for my research and 
curation job and needed a place to live. I heard 
about Eddington as part of a recruitment pack 
and applied. 

What was your experience of moving to 
Eddington?
Housing was actually my biggest worry – I 
moved back to this country by myself, and 
looking in Cambridge was my first experience 
of just how bad the market can be. It was 
terrifying! It was so much money for short 
term lets and I also had the worries of being an 
international tenant. I applied for Eddington 
– being accepted meant I could be properly 
excited about this great new job. 

You mentioned that you lived in central 
Cambridge as a PhD student – what have been 
the differences now you are a researcher living 
in Eddington? 
My place in Eddington doesn’t feel like a 
student flat – it feels like a real, grown-up 
neighbourhood. When I was a student in 
Cambridge, I was surrounded by students, and 
now it’s great to be in a place that has differing 
ages. There are children and young families 
around, young working professionals – the 
demographic is broad and although it feels 
familiar, it’s a real progression from my life ten 
years ago. 

How do you move around, to and from 
Eddington?
I’m a bus girly! Cycling has been my annual 
goal since I moved here but I mostly take the 
bus to and from work. 90% of the time I take 
the U bus, sometimes the Park and Ride. Luckily 
my commute is pretty much door to door, 
because the U stops at the Fitzwilliam Museum 
where I work. The bus isn’t quite as predictable 
as it could be, but it is so useful. I am trying to 
get more comfortable cycling, and it’s great to 
live in a neighbourhood that is built to be cycle 
friendly. 

How do you feel about the open space and 
greenery in Eddington?
I like a neighbourhood to feel like there are 
people living in it and doing things in an 
unstructured way. On a nice summer’s day, 
the square is full of families, and it feels really 
natural. It feels like a community – you feel 
like you’re part of something. I recently took 
a picnic by the lake, it was lovely – it’s close 
enough to home that if you forget a fork you 
can cycle back, but it feels like you’re connected 
to nature. I’m trying to get back into running, 
and having the walking routes is great.  

How long do you see yourself in Eddington?
I’d like to stay the full five years, as long as I can. 
This apartment is the first time that I’ve been 
able to decorate a place, myself. I feel like I’ve 
been able to build a little home for myself. My 
house is full of patterns and print and textures 
and plants! It’s really nice to be able to entertain 
and have people round – it feels like a small 
thing, but it’s so important.
